--Trumpets: Yamaha/Bundy/Blessing/Besson/Holton/Bach/Conn

--Cornets: Yamaha/Bundy/Bach/Holton

--Trombones: Yamaha/King/Bach/Jupiter/Holton/Conn/Selmer-Bach

--Baritones: Yamaha/King/Conn/Besson

--Tubas: Yamaha

--Percussion Kits (bells and practice pad): Pearl/Ludwig/Yamaha
