Solo and Ensemble Tidbits:

· You will receive an original copy of your music as we near festival.

· Number all your measures on the original and your copy.

· Arrive at least 30 minutes before your scheduled performance time. Dress nice.
· Report to your warm up room (many stations for help)…Example: P002 is Performance 2 and your warm-up code would be W002.

· Check in with the worker-teacher in the room. He/she will ask to check your music for numbers.

· If Mr. Manhart is accompanying you, he knows your schedule.  He has many students to accompany—not just Chippewa students.  Please do not go looking for him or send family to bring him to you. He will get to you in the most timely fashion he is able.  There is no penalty…many students involved in Solo and Ensemble share accompanists…be flexible in your schedule. Don’t panic. It will be fine. (
· If Mr. Manhart is accompanying you, please make sure you pay for his services before the festival. Ideally at your rehearsal with him would be best. $30.

· You may be asked to play earlier than your time. I suggest you take advantage of that opportunity if you are able.  Sometimes the judges get behind and performances run later, than earlier. You don’t have to, but please consider it.

· Make sure to tune with each other (duets) in the warm up room and in the performance room before you begin. Soloists will tune with piano before you play in the performance room. Take your time. Make adjustments. This is YOUR time. 

· You will be taken to the performance room. When requested by the teacher-worker, come in, set up your stands so you can COMMUNICATE with those playing with you. TUNE. RELAX. DO YOUR BEST. Parents and friends are allowed in the classrooms during performance if you want them there. (
· Following your performance, the judge will talk to you about things you did well and things you can do to get better. PARENTS: There is no video taping/recording of any kind while the judge is talking to students. 
· You will then be asked to wait outside the room.

· The next student or group will perform.

· Usually after this group, the teacher-worker will come out with your music and your rating. If you receive a I (A) or II (B), you will receive a medal card to exchange for your medal. (
· You are done. Good job! Hang onto your original music until the following Monday and return to Mrs. Manhart.

· On Monday/Tuesday, Mrs. Manhart will give you your written comment sheet from the judge. (
