Central Middle School Concert Critique Format and Grading Rubric

(Attending a concert for Extra Credit):

· A concert program must accompany this critique. 50 points available for this assignment.

· Paragraph #1—Introduction—10 points; This paragraph should include the basic facts concerning the concert, such as date, time, and location.

· Paragraph #2—Technical Evaluation—10 points; Write a paragraph in which you evaluate a technical aspect of the musical performance. Technical aspects might include pitch, blend, balance, dynamics, vibrato, or technical skill on an instrument.

· Paragraph #3—Presentation—10 points; Write a paragraph on concert presentation. Areas discussed in this paragraph could include concert dress, discipline, and enthusiasm.

· Paragraph #4—Summary—10 points; Write a paragraph that summarizes the report and brings it to a logical and satisfying conclusion.

Other points to remember:

· All reports must be typed and double-spaced.

· Include your name and grade at the top of your report.

· Correct spelling and grammar are expected.

· Staple your program behind your report.

· A paragraph will consist of more than one complete sentence that accurately fulfills the expected written concept.

· Any reports must be turned in within one week of the performance.

· 1 point taken away for each spelling and/or grammatical error.

· 1-10 points taken away per paragraph if subject matter is not thought out and presented appropriately. See Mrs. Manhart with a draft prior to turning in (to see if you are on the right track).
